

7 Immutable Laws of Human Achievement
LAW NUMBER ONE: You need a “desired objective”

People don’t fail through lack of talent or ability; they fail through lack of purpose!  You need a goal, a vision, a dream.  Every great achievement begins in the mind of one person.  You need to begin with the end in mind, to know what it feels like to have already have achieved the “desired objective.  Let that feeling ignite your passion.  Fan the flames.  Let it become like a furnace.
LAW NUMBER TWO: You need to believe it

LAW NUMBER THREE: You need to visualise it

Great achievers see themselves in their new jobs being successful and respected, or picking up first prize or the Gold Medal.  Picturing yourself having already achieved the “desired objective” grooms the mind to instruct and control the body to deliver the behaviours required for its achievement.

LAW NUMBER FOUR: You need to communicate it

You can’t succeed on your own.  You need other people; their skills, energy, creativity, their contacts, expertise and advice.  You need like-minded people on your side.  Avoid the naysayers and doom and gloom merchants like the plague.

LAW NUMBER FIVE: You need to plan it

If you fail to plan, you plan to fail.  Achievement doesn’t happen by accident.  Sit down on a regular basis and plan out what needs to be done, by when and by whom.  No plan has ever been right.  You need to be flexible.  The best plans are where you minimise the wrongness and adjust as you go along.

LAW NUMBER SIX: You need to work it

Achievers are usually the hardest workers.  When someone called Edison, a genius, he refuted it by saying his success was because he ran out of doing experiments that didn’t work.  Big shots are usually little shots that just kept on shooting! 
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LAW NUMBER SEVEN: You need to enjoy it
